Article 38 (war and armed conflicts) | “— SCHoOLS

Governments must not allow children under the age of 15 to take part in war or join the armed forces. Governments
must do everything they can to protect and care for children affected by war and armed conflict.

Article 39 (recovery from trauma and reintegration)
Children who have experienced neglect, abuse, exploitation, torture or who are victims of war must receive special
support to help them recover their health, dignity, self-respect and social life.

Polio Booster for 1-9 year olds

Children aged 1to 9 years old in London are being offered a dose of polio vaccine. For some children this may be an
extra dose on top of their routine vaccinations. In other children it may bring them up to date with their routine
vaccinations. There are signs the virus may be spreading in London and the number of children vaccinated in London
is lower than it should be. Boosting immunity in children should help protect them and reduce the risk of the virus
continuing to spread in Lewisham and beyond.

Lewisham Hospital is offering children the polio vaccine. Polio can be very serious, and the vaccine will boost
children’s protection.
