Rights Respecting - Article of the Week
U Human Rights Day

On 10th December 1948, the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights was adopted by the United Nations
General Assembly.

This important moment in human history is now
remembered on that date every year and is known as
Human Rights Day.

All children have the same human rights as adults. The UN Convention on the Rights of the Child sets out the
additional rights that all children have until the age of 18.
Children’s rights are human rights so we can celebrate them alongside the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights.
Article 4 (implementation of the Convention)
Governments must do all they can to make sure every child can enjoy their rights by creating systems and
passing laws that promote and protect children’s rights.
Article 41 (respect for higher national standards)
If a country has laws and standards that go further than the present Convention, then the country must
keep these laws.
